17.Should a rider fall during the Show jumping phase, the judge must be satisfied
the rider is capable of continuing. After 2 falls, the competitor will be



eliminated. For any eliminated competitor wishing to continue to the cross
country phase of the competition, permission must be obtained from the show
jumping judge immediately after elimination.

18.All competitors MUST wear a body protector for the cross country phase and
it is recommended one also be worn for show jumping. If wearing the new
locking form of body protector, please a) ensure a key is carried on the person
at all times b) advise the secretary on arrival and provide a spare key for the
paramedics to hold in case of accident

19.No fences, other than those marked for the purpose, may be used for
practice. No galloping or cantering outside the warm up areas.

20.1f any person lodges an objection, such objection must be made within 30
minutes of the incident together with a deposit of £15 to be returned if the
objection is upheld.

21.Participants in this competition (who are not paid up members of a Pony Club/
Riding Club) must hold their own Accident and Public Liability Insurance
